Below is a chartthat presents the overall findings from Tommy's assessment. It shows how Mom, Dad and Tommy view the Developmental Assets in Tommy's
life. The overall asset score (labeled "average”) is a score from 1 to 100. (If you're not familiar with the Developmental Assets, you'll want to review the information
on assets now in order to understand the results.)

The scores on each of the categories of assets (support, empowerment, etc.) suggest areas where Tommy may be excelling or struggling, based on the
perspectives shared in the assessment. "The Family Assessment Discussion Guide” and ™Your Family's Action Plans™ help you interpret what these mean and
how you can take positive action to help Tommy grow up successfully.
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The bottom line: Temmy's level of assets indicates that his level of risk is "adequate.” This means that he or she has a number of really positive strengths in his

life. Butthere are areas where he or she can grow, which would help to ensure that he or she has a strong asset foundation to help him thrive through the
challenges of life.
